Course Description — BA in European Languages

French Course, Beginner Level (1)
0209110

This course is an intensive
introduction to the French language. It
1s taught simultaneously with the
beginner level course (2). The course
contains many topics and knowledge
resulting in providing the learner with

vocabularies and grammatical points
allowing him to express himself and
talk about his daily activities using

simple sentences. In this course, the

focus 1s on the four core competencies:

oral and written comprehension and
production. It also introduces some
aspects of French culture and daily life
in France order to adequately establish
communicative skills in French.
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French Course, Beginner Level (2)
209111

This course is taught simultaneously
and alternatively with the beginner

level French course (1). The course
broadens the topics and knowledge
covered in the previous level
(Beginner Level 1) by giving more
examples illustrating lexical,
grammatical, and cultural data. In this
course, emphasis is also placed on the
four core competencies, i.e., listening
and speaking as well as reading
comprehension and writing.
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Intermediate Level French (1)
0209112
This subject is naturally the

continuation and logical progress of
the previous levels (Beginners level 1
and 2). It is also taught simultaneously
with the intermediate level (2) which
makes it possible to form an intensive
course of 6 credit hours. The written
and oral materials of the course and
the topics covered are likely to enrich
the linguistic and cultural baggage of
the learner. The course aims to
develop the four skills. The main
grammatical points of the French
language (past compound, imperfect,
future simple, subjunctive, etc.) are
addressed in this course and are taught
in context, which helps to develop the
communicative capacity of the learner
in different communication situations.
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French Intermediate Level (2)
0209113
This course is taught simultaneously

and alternatively with the intermediate
level (1) which forms an intensive
course of 6 credit hours. The written
and oral materials of the course and
the topics covered are likely to enrich
the linguistic and cultural baggage of
the learner. The course aims to
develop the four oral and written
skills. Many grammatical points are
covered in this course, including
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complementary pronouns, relative
pronouns, etc. Like its predecessor,
this course leads to the development of
communicative competence and the
ability to perform communicative

tasks in different speech acts. It
focuses on the correct reading and
pronunciation of French phonemes and
words in speech.
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Advanced French 0209114

This course consists of 3 credited
hours during which most of the
grammatical points of the previous
courses are revised, including the tense
concordance of the main tenses: the
present of the indicative, the
compound past, the simple future, and

the temporal markers. Students receive
more vocabulary and common
expressions placed in dialogues and
drawn from authentic documents. New
grammatical rules are addressed such
as: gerund and present participle,
possessive pronouns, demonstrative
pronouns, reported speech, derivation
of noun and adverbs, conditional,
expression of cause and consequence,
etc. It also focuses on the gap between
the sound form and the written form of
words that is tested through dictation
exercises.

French Grammar 0209211
A comprehensive and systematic
review of the basic points of French
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grammar in the theoretical context to
clarify the nature and function of the
parts of speech in the French language
and simple and complex sentence
structures. The diversity of French
grammar curricula allows to
strengthen students' grammar such as
reading, translation and sentence
structures. This course also covers the
study of pronouns and relative nouns,
possessive adjectives, different verb
tenses, the noun of the subject and the
formation of nouns.
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French Literacy SKkills 0209212
This course aims to improve students'
abilities to understand and write
different texts to develop reading and

writing skills. This course helps
students gain ease of understanding
and expression by analyzing different
types of texts and applying writing
skills. This course also allows students
to be raised in comprehension through
tapes that contain dialogues on
different topics in French life so that
the student gets used to the ways of
expression in different situations.
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French Conversation 0209213
Practice oral expression of language
while developing students' various
communication strategies. This course

includes pronunciation exercises, oral
presentations, phonetics and reading.
The development of communication
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strategies involves enriching students'
vocabulary by using language in
different situations through various
and interesting activities (such as
language games, simulating situations
from daily life... etc) as well as
presenting vital topics through which
students express their personal
opinions and develop their ability to
discuss and dialogue in French.
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French Writing 0209216

This course aims to develop the skills
acquired by the student from the
prerequisite of this course, which are
the ability to read and comprehend
French texts, the ability to express in
French and write texts expressively. It

also aims to develop the student's
abilities to write CV letters and letters
of recommendation in French.
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Communication SKkills in French
0209218

This course aims to familiarize
students with French oral expressions,

whether in the official rhetorical
language or common expressions in
daily life so that the student can
understand and reuse them at the
appropriate time and place. The course
also aims to familiarize the student
with new words, terms, and popular
proverbs in French, which is infamous
to enrich his conversational abilities.
This course will also focus on the
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proper pronunciation of French words.
And test the student's absorptive and
verbal abilities by presenting a specific
topic in front of students and group
discussion about it.

Introduction to French Literature
0209311

A comprehensive view of French
literature from the Middle Ages to the
twentieth century, including the

various literary movements that left
their mark in these eras, to clarify their
characteristics and objectives through
various literary texts. This course also
includes an introduction to the analysis
of the literary text through a variety of
different readings of the most
prominent literary genres such as
theater, novel, and poetry. Students are
qualified to face the literary text for
analysis and criticism through the
techniques of analysis and criticism of
the literary text by applying linguistic
and theoretical skills to various literary
texts.
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Translation 1 (French-Arabic)
0209312

This course provides the student with
the skill of translating from French
into a sound and clear Arabic language

and vice versa using various original
French and Arabic texts (journalistic,
cultural, scientific ... This article

focuses on understanding the French
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text as well as expressing it clearly in
this language.

Introduction to French Linguistics
0209313

In this course, students are introduced
to the basic principles of linguistics
and to identify its branches and
terminology, as well as to urge them to
think about the nature of language and
speech and its functions, with a focus

on the characteristics of the French
phonetic and grammatical language,
vocabulary, and its uses, through
practical and practical exercises. In
this course, we review the
development of the concept of
language and linguistics through the
ages, among various international
linguistic schools and among Arab
linguists.

French Phonetics and Acoustic
Comprehension 0209314

The student studies phonetics in
French. This course focuses on the

practice of oral pronunciation of
French in the laboratory. It also aims
to teach students the correct
pronunciation of French sounds in
various contexts and sentences with a
focus on phonetic problems related to
hearing and pronunciation of these
sounds. At the beginning of the course,
a phonetic and auditory evaluation is
made for the student's ability to
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distinguish and pronounce the sounds
of the French language to work on
correcting any verbal error, if any. In
this article, various French phonetic
manifestations are highlighted and
what distinguishes the French
pronunciation from Arabic and other
languages is highlighted. By the end of
the course, the student is supposed to
be able to correctly pronounce French
sounds in different contexts, know the
places and pronunciation of them, and
be able to distinguish the different
sounds of French in terms of hearing.
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Translation 2 (Arabic-French)
0209411
This course provides the student with

the ability to translate original texts in
various cultural, scientific, and
journalistic fields from Arabic to
French and vice versa, focusing on the
vocabulary and structures of each
field, which focuses on the need for
clear expression in French and
avoiding falling into literal translation.

Readings in Francophone
Literature and Culture 0209415
The course aims to introduce the
Francophonie and its members and to
introduce Francophone literature,
which extends beyond the

geographical scope of the French state.
The teacher selects literary texts that
reflect the cultural and civilizational
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aspects of the member countries of the
Francophonie Association, as well as
introducing the most famous foreign
writers who are famous for their
literary production in French.
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French Literature Until the
Nineteenth Century 0209419

This course provides a comprehensive
idea of French literature from the
Middle Ages to the nineteenth century
by teaching the student the most
important literary movements and the
most important literary works that
influenced literature in those eras,
according to the chronological order of
the sequence of schools and literary
movements, which gives the student a

general perception of French history
and its role in formulating literature.
The student is also able to study the
three literary genres, namely theater,
novel, and poetry. The student
acquires from the study of these races
the skills of analyzing the literary text
and knowing its characteristics and the
prevailing ideas at that time within the
main ideas of the prevailing literary
movements in those eras and what has
a role in enriching the vocabulary and
various literary expressions of the
student.
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French Language in Tourism and
Media 0209214
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In this course, students are prepared to
work in the field of tourism and media
by providing them with the vocabulary
and linguistic expressions used in
these fields and providing them with
the necessary professional skills
through practical oral and written
exercises. This course focuses on
tourism in Jordan and the vocabulary
of flags.

French in Business 0209215

In this course, the student is introduced
to the French language used in the
field of business in terms of
vocabulary and structures and the
training 1s using written and recorded
texts and dialogues that represent

common situations in this field as the
student learns to compose letters that
reflect these situations.
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Introduction to French Culture and
Civilization 0209315

This course aims to study several
manifestations of French civilization

in the field of institutions, politics, and
education. Several teaching aids such
as films and some French media are
used in addition to civilization
education books. The student analyzes
the cultural differences between
Jordan and France by placing each of
them in their political, social, and
geographical framework.
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Teaching French as a Foreign
Language 0209418
In this course, students are introduced

to the basic curricula used in the field
of teaching French as a foreign
language, especially the
communicative curriculum, and it
focuses on analyzing the curricula
used in Jordanian schools that teach
French. The student also learns how to
understand and develop appropriate
tests to assess the basic skills of the
French language, which are reading,
writing, listening and speaking.
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Modern French Literature
0209420
The subject of this course is the study

of the main trends of French literature
in the twentieth century, considering
the different types of literary writings,
poetry, prose and newspaper articles.
etc., as well as new literary ideas. This
study is carried out through literary
texts that represent all these aspects in
modern and contemporary French
literature.
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Special Topic in French 0209421

In this course, an in-depth and detailed
study of one of the special topics in
French linguistics that could not be
addressed in the rest of the subjects of

the study plan or the desire of the
subject teacher and students to delve
into one of the aspects of the French
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language for research purposes
according to their need and level in:

grammar, morphology, phonetics, etc.

Thus, the exact description of the
course is provided based on the topic
chosen by the subject teacher in
coordination with the students at the
beginning of the semester.
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
