Course Description — BA in Applied English

0202104 English Grammar:

This course concentrates on grammatical
categories, 1.e. parts of speech. The noun
phrase, verb phrase, adjectives &
adverbs, and prepositions are studied in
depth. This course is meant to prepare
students to subsequent more advanced
courses.
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0202105 Reading Skill:

The primary objective of this course is
to further improve student reading skills
and help them acquire the reading
strategies that are appropriate for dealing
with literary and non-literary texts. Such
skills and strategies include guessing
word meanings, extracting main ideas,
understanding text organization,
predicting, checking comprehension,
linking ideas, inferring, writing
responses, etc. Overall, the course aims
at training students to become intelligent
and critical readers, and to make reading
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This course aims at teaching students
how to write a coherent and unified
paragraph. The course should provide
the students with the necessary
techniques to write correct and effective
sentences. It also aims at teaching
students how to observe correct
punctuation. This course also aims at
teaching students how to write topic
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sentences and how to develop such
sentences into complete paragraphs. In
addition, different paragraph patterns,
such as classifying, contrasting, and
analyzing, etc. should be addressed.
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0202109 Listening and Conversation:
The aim of this course is to help students
reinforce and extend their listening and
conversational skills. This is achieved
through providing them with systematic
and comprehensive training in the
perception and production of English
utterances of various types and lengths.
Particular attention is given to stress,
rhythm, and the more important types of
word linking. Formality levels,
conversational syntax, and turn-taking
rules are also emphasized. High-
frequency introductory, transitional, and
concluding elements of different
communicative events should be
discussed and intensively drilled, so that
they may become part of the student’s
conversational repertoire.
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0202205 Advanced Reading:

This course is designed to improve
students’ critical reading and thinking
skills. Through the texts and the
exercises, students will be trained how
to increase analytical, inferential, and
evaluative comprehension, expand
vocabulary skills, and employ effective
reading strategies to read texts of
different genres and disciplines.
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0202211 Introduction to Literature:
The aim of the course is to introduce
students to the concept and definition of
“literature”, and to the three major
genres: poetry, fiction, and drama.
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Students will be exposed to elements,
distinctive qualities, and salient features
of each genre. The discussion will be
centered on stories, poems, and one or
two one-act plays. Students are expected
to read poetry aloud in the classroom,
write a one-page short story, and a short
dramatic dialogue.
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0202216 Literary Appreciation:
This course focuses on reading and
appreciating English literature. It
focuses on fostering critical thinking,
reading skills, the clear expression of
ideas as well as the ability to interpret
and understand major literary works in a
variety of genres by appreciating
literature besides giving their opinion.
Furthermore, the students will be
familiarized with the major literary
theories.
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0202221 Introduction to Linguistics:
The course aims at acquainting students
with the nature of language and its
fundamental aspects, including the
basics of phonetics, phonology,
morphology, syntax, and semantics.
Each class member is expected to write
a term paper on a topic discussed in the
course.
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0202222 Syntax I:

This course aims at providing students
with a basic introduction to generative
syntax. Basically, the course covers the
fundamentals of generative syntax
(rules, trees, parts of speech,
constituency, structural relations,
binding theory), the base of generative
syntax (X-bar theory), and basic
transformations (Head-to-Head
movement, NP/DP movement, Wh-
movement, raising, control, and empty
categories). Students are required to
apply the basic analytic tools to a new
set of data and test linguistic hypotheses
a particular theory makes.
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0202224 Pronunciation and Speech:
The first half of the course aims at
offering a brief introduction to the field
of phonetics followed by training
sessions on the recognition, production,
description and transcription of the
sounds of English. The second half aims
at training students on how to enunciate
English utterances in terms of stress,
rhythm and intonation. Students are
required to listen to selected cassettes,
either at home or in the language lab.
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0202227 Semantics and Pragmatics:
The main objectives of the course are to
demonstrate an overview of basic
concepts and problems central to the
study of semantics and pragmatics
within current linguistic theory and to
enable students to analyze language
from a semantic and pragmatic point of
view.
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The course aims at acquainting students
with the nature of language and its
fundamental aspects, including the
basics of phonetics, phonology,
morphology, syntax, and semantics.
Each class member is expected to write
a term paper on a topic discussed in the
course.
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0202222 Syntax I:

This course aims at providing students
with a basic introduction to generative
syntax.

This course aims at providing students
with a basic introduction to the
principles governing the structures and
forms of words. The topics this course
covers may include the following:
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identification of the meaningful subparts
of words, performing morphological
analysis on languages, representing
morpho-syntactic structure
diagrammatically, and analyzing
morphological and phonological patterns
in particular languages, among others.
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0202311 English and American Novel:
This course 1s an introduction to the
novel as a literary genre from its
beginning to the present. Students will
learn to identify the basic characteristics
of prose fiction, such as point-of-view,
plot, and characterization. Through
intensive study of selected American
and British novels representing a variety
of periods and subgenres, main trends in
fiction, and the contribution of major
novelists, the students should
demonstrate an understanding of the
historical, aesthetic, and literary aspects
of the novel through both oral and
written assignments.
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0202312 English and American
Drama:

This course introduces students to
dramatic literature through the study of
plays which represent various genres
(e.g. tragedies, comedies, etc.) and a
variety of periods (e.g. Greek, modern,
etc.), with special focus on American
and English plays. Students will develop
critical judgement and learn to analyze
the structure and the content of the plays
they read.
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0202322 English Phonetics

The aim of this course is to introduce
students to the field of general
phonetics: the production, transmission,
and perception of sounds as physical
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entities. Emphasis throughout the course
is on the sounds of English and
suprasegmental features. Students are
given ample practice in the language lab.
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0202332 Translation I:

The course aims at making students able
to practice translating different text
types and topics from English into
Arabic. It also aims at making them able
to apply translation methods, techniques
and strategies. Throughout this mission,
they will be able to determine
problematic issues or difficulties to be
overcome.
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0202411 English and American
Poetry:

This course introduces students to the
major American and British poets and
subgenres of poetry from various
periods, beginning with the Middle Ages
and ending with postmodernism.
Through intensive study of selections of
poetry, students show understanding of
terms such as rhyme, meter, image,
symbol, tone, and persona.
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0202427 English Phonology:

The purpose of this course is to
introduce students to the theory and
practice of phonology (how sounds
pattern in language, and how those
patterns can be represented and
explained), with a focus on English. We
will learn about phonemes, features,
natural classes, alternations, morpho-
phonology, syllables, and more. The
emphasis of the course is on giving the
students the ability to isolate the
phonemes and phonological rules of a
language given linguistic data.
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0202432 Translation I1:

This course intends to make students
practice translating texts of various types
from Arabic into English. They will be
able to recognize problematic issues
either linguistic or cultural so that it will
be their chance to activate translation
methods and strategies to overcome
them.
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0202435 Sociolinguistics:
Sociolinguistics can be defined as the
study of how societies and languages
interact and the linguistic behaviors and
attitudes that develop or are challenged
as a result of this interaction. This course
will focus on diversity in language in
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0202436 Psycholinguistics: s kil 44l ale

This course deals with how language
knowledge is represented in the human
mind, and how it 1s accessed in the
process of understanding or producing
language. Topics include speech
perception, word and sentence
comprehension, speech production,
reading, language and the brain,
language and thought, and bilingual
language processing.
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0202437 Second Language Acquisition
(SLA):

This course provides students with
psychological, sociological and
linguistic perspectives on the acquisition
of a second language, with particular
emphasis on English as a
Second/Foreign language. On successful
completion of the course students will be
able to describe the psychological and
social processes underlying acquisition
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and use of a second language; recognize
the contribution to SLA of prior
linguistic knowledge (“transfer” from
native language; linguistic universals);
and identify and classify learner errors
and evaluate the significance of errors.

0202440 American Literature:

This course is primarily a survey of
American literature from the Colonial
and Early period (17" century) to the
Modern Period (20" century). Students
are expected to study major works by
key literary figures in the genres of
fiction, poetry, and drama. While the
emphasis will be on close reading of the
texts, students will learn how to place
the authors and their works in their
historical and cultural contexts. The
course will also highlight the cultural
and ethnic groups’ contributions to the
American literary scene. The authors
and works selected for this course will
reflect the diversity of the American
character and experience.
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0232216 Interpreting and Consecutive

Translation

This course aims to make students
practice interpreting consecutively and
simultaneously various audio scripts
from English into Arabic. This process
can train them well to focus and render
the intended message within limited
time. Consequently, their immediacy
and fluency can best be examined and
improved.
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0232319 Legal Translation

This course aims at teaching students
how to translate legal texts of different
topics, such as contracts, documents,
laws, Courts procedures and resolutions,
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notification memorandumes,
correspondence, and insurance policies,
etc. from English into Arabic and vice
versa. Besides, the course will deepen
students' translation skills in
understanding and analyzing legal texts,
as well as their legal vocabulary
repertoire.
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0232320 Media Translation:

This course i1s aimed to familiarize
students with the best approaches to
translate media related texts in English
and Arabic, such as press reports,
interviews, political analysis, news
bulletins, public speeches, etc, taking
into consideration linguistic standards
followed in this specific field of
translation.
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0242330 English Discourse Analysis:
This course introduces theories and
methodologies for the study of human
discourse, with special focus on English
discourse. Discourse history,
assumptions and principles, verbal and
nonverbal communication, as well as
society and culture’s roles in a variety of
discourse genres are discussed.
Opportunities to analyze both spoken
and written discourse are offered.
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0242350 English in Business and
Economics:

This course introduces business topics
and concepts. Students will learn skills
in four main areas: Reading (like reading
a variety of business texts, developing
prediction, and skimming and scanning
skills), Writing (like learning to write
business letters, emails, memos, and
reports, Listening (like following and
understanding information from
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discussions, presentations, news reports,
company visits and business
excursions), and Speaking (like giving,
justifying and discussing your opinions
on different business topics).

0242352 English in Media and Press:
This course explores various texts taken
from media and press materials such as
newspapers/online news, magazines and
advertisements or brochures. This course
looks at the language forms and
structures of these texts and also the
different writing styles. In addition, this
course raises awareness of cultural and
current issues pertaining to society
concerns as a whole that may be
embedded in the context.
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0242353 English for Legal Purposes:
The goals of the course are to improve
student’s ability to read and understand
law journal articles, commercial
legislation, legal texts, legal
correspondence; to develop an
understanding of the law and consolidate
language skills; to increase student’s
comprehension of spoken English (legal
topics in lectures, presentations,
interviews, discussions, etc), and to
strengthen student’s speaking and
writing skills in a range of situations
typical of the study of law and the
practice of law (client interview, act out
in court etc.)
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0242354 English for Tourism and
Hospitality:

This course is designed to provide
learners with the skills and vocabulary
for careers in hotel management and
tourism. It focuses on core topics
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including travel agency, tour operation,
transport, promoting and marketing
tourism, guiding and future
developments in the tourism industry.
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0242355 English for Political and
Diplomatic Purposes:

The course introduces students to the
fields of politics and diplomacy. It
familiarizes students with terms and
expressions used in political and
diplomatic texts and correspondence
through relevant texts and activities.
This course is designed to improve the
core English language skills needed by
those interested in political or diplomatic
fields.
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0242356 English for Science and
Technology:

This course uses authentic scientific
English texts as reading material for the
purpose of teaching the characteristics of
this discourse genre, particularly the
syntactic structures, and basic
terminology in biology, chemistry,
mathematics, health sciences, etc. It will
teach how to write lab reports, science
reviews and critiques, and scientific
research proposals.
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0242357 English for Medical
Purposes:

The goal of this course is to familiarize
students with medical language by
studying authentic texts and structures
and analyzing the linguistic features of
such texts, to familiarize students with
the grammatical structures and
vocabulary used for medical purposes, to
communicate with others in practical
medicine-oriented situations, and to
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improve students’ skills of writing
medical texts.

0242446 Film Studies:

This course is intended to be an
introduction to the study of film that
teaches the critical tools necessary for
the analysis and interpretation of the
medium. Students will learn to analyze
cinematography, mise-en-scene, editing,
sound, and narration while being
exposed to the various perspectives of
film criticism and theory. Through
frequent sequence analyses from sample
films and the application of different
critical approaches, students will learn to
approach the film medium as an art.
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0242450 Technical Writing:

This course is intended to be an
introduction to technical and
professional writing. It presents students
with practical information about
communicating in different kinds of
workplace environments and
professional/technical discourse
communities. Students will produce and
analyze common technical writing
genres, including emails, letters,
resumes, memos, reports, proposals,
technical descriptions, technical
definitions, technical manuals, and
proposals. Students will work toward
understanding how to analyze and react
to rhetorical situations that each genre
and writing situation presents, including
issues of audience, organization, visual
design, style, and the material
production of documents.
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0242457 Field Training:
This course is intended to give students
the opportunity to practice teaching
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English as a Second Language in public
or private schools or to train them to
work in places where English
proficiency is required as a part of the
job, as in embassies, companies, banks,
and so on.
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0242460 Teaching English to Speakers
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of other Languages (TESOL):

The course surveys language teaching
approaches and methods and their
underlying principles, with a particular
focus on the basic questions of language
acquisition and affective/cultural
variables that impact on second and
foreign language teaching and learning.
The course provides an overview of the
historical development of language
teaching, addresses the roles and
responsibilities of the modern language
teacher, and introduces the basic
concepts of motivation, learning styles
and strategies, learner autonomy, course
evaluation and assessment, exploring
how current understanding of language
learning and language acquisition
informs teaching practice.

0242461 Computer-Assisted
Language Learning (CALL):

This course is intended to familiarize
students with the basic concepts of
CALL (research and applications); to
explore the main issues involved in
designing effective CALL systems; and
to enable students to understand what
the current capabilities of CALL
systems are and the potential for making
further improvements. The aim of this
course is to show how and to what
extent advanced CALL systems can be
used to help people acquire language

language learning. Topics covered are
assessment, language input, language
output, elicitation, error detection and
feedback. Special attention will be paid
to the use of CALL systems for oral
proficiency and to various techniques for
providing corrective feedback, including
their effectiveness and their feasibility in
CALL environments.
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0242462 L.anguage Testing:

The course focuses on current theories
of Language Testing within
contemporary Applied Linguistics, and
will provide students with essential
knowledge and practical skills in the
area of language test design and
administration, and evaluation of
language proficiency. On successful
completion of the course, students will
be able to explain central concepts and
issues in language testing, such as basic
types of language tests (and their
specific features); explain central
concepts and issues in evaluation of
language proficiency; understand the
key principles of test construction and
validation, and apply them in the
development of a specific language test;
administer a language test and analyse
its results; and appraise validity and
reliability aspects of language testing.
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0242465 Special Topics in Teaching
English to Speakers of other
Languages (TESOL):

This course is designed to engage
students in learning about various
different topics in Teaching English to
Speakers of Other Languages (TESOL).
This course covers different topics
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related to TESOL that are not covered in
other TESOL class/es. Possible topics
are the following: teaching ESL
grammar, Sociolinguistic issues in
TESOL, teaching reading and writing,
and so on. Students will learn about how
to use technology to enhance teaching
ESL.
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
